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INCOIS’ 25th
Foundation Day

The Indian National Centre
for Ocean Information
Services (INCOIS), under
the Ministry of Earth Sci-
ences (MoES), will com-
memorate its 25th Founda-
tion Day, here on Friday.

With a mission to provide
the best possible ocean in-
formation and advisory
services to society, indus-
try, government agencies,
and the scientific commu-
nity, INCOIS has created a
niche space for itself in op-
erational oceanography.

Dr. M Ravichandran, Sec-
retary, MoES will be the
chief guest for the event and
will be graced by Dr. K Rad-
hakrishnan, Former Chair-
man, Space Commission &
Secretary, DoS, Dr. S. Chan-
drasekhar, Secretary - DST,
and Dr. SSC Shenoi, Former
Director of INCOIS.

A series of events will be
conducted throughout the
year. Apart from key ad-
dresses, the National Glider
Operations Facility and
Oceansat-3 Data Acquisi-
tion and Processing Facility
will be launched and a new
Marine Heat Wave Service
and a Multi-Hazard Vulner-
ability Atlas will be re-
leased.

The new facilities in-
clude, new-age autonomous
instruments such as gliders
are known to be the future
of ocean observations and
in order to cater the glider
piloting and regular mainte-
nance, INCOIS has estab-
lished this dedicated Na-
tional Glider Operations
Facility. The facility is capa-
ble of simultaneous piloting
of the glider fleet along with
its testing, ballasting, and
routine maintenance.

Oceansat-3, launched on
November 26, 2022, has a
sensor called OCM (Ocean
Color Monitor), that pro-
vides information on water
quality parameters. INCOIS
has started acquiring this
OCM data through an up-
graded ground station and
will use it for operational
services such as potential
fishing zone (PFZ) advi-
sories.

The Marine Heat Wave
Advisory Service for the In-
dian Ocean uses satellite-
derived sea surface temper-
ature to provide maps of
Marine Heat Wave inten-
sity and different severity
categories on a daily basis.
The service will cater to
various stakeholders rang-
ing from ecologists to
tourism through an interac-
tive Web GIS platform.
