During a user interaction
session on_ Monday, -the
director of INCOSIS, Dr C. |
Shenoi, said, “We are in the

(of an oil spill and can alert
the teams so that they know
. the exact location and can
. ,prevent it from further
_spreading.”
. Dr Shenoi also said that
INCOSIS has launched a
‘new service which gives
“high wave alerts to the user
.community during storms.
“We are providing informa-
tion through e-mails, SMS,
‘radio and television and
fishermen are being bene-
fited by this during storms.
_Electronic display boards
are installed in all coastal
,areas and the information is
~displayed in the local lan-
, guage,” he said. The direc-
tor also said that informa-
tion provided to fishermen
regarding fishing zones and
the nature of ‘the sea has
helped fishermen. “A recent
 study observed that a lot of
fuel'is saved by fisherman
_and the revenue has grown
three times,” he said. ;
