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1. Preamble 

Hon’ble Prime Minister of India had launched the Swachh Bharat Mission on 2nd October 2014. The 

Ministry of Jal Shakti is designated as the nodal ministry for executing this national mission. The mission 

is being executed by the Department of Drinking Water and Sanitation, Ministry of Jal Shakti at national 

level. The mission objectives are to eradicate open defecation, efficient management of solid and liquid 

waste, encourage cost effective and appropriate technologies for ecologically safe and sustainable 

sanitation, overall cleanliness and to create significant positive impact on gender and promote social 

inclusion by improving sanitation.
